· ECOLOGICAL IMPACTS OF THE BUCIM MINE TO BE SOLVED WITH EUR 1.5 MILLION
The ecological problems that the mine for copper Bucim is causing to its surrounding are to be solved with EUR 1.5 million, aimed at achieving clearer soil, water and air. The investment of EUR 825,000 is made by the Kingdom of Netherlands through UNDP as an implementing partner, and by the owner of the mine, the Russian company Solvej that is investing EUR 525,000. The Bucim mine was considering the environment protection in the last two years as well, investing in it nearly half a million dollars. “The Netherlands government via UNDP financially supported several ecological projects in Macedonia and Montenegro. The healthy environment around the mine is one of these priorities. The role of the Ministry of Ecology which conducted all the efforts toward getting the grant was major. Besides the salvation of the site surrounding Bucim, an intervention will be undertaken in the surrounding of the Lojane mine as well,” said Nikolajco Nikolov, Deputy General Director of Bucim.
